Throughout ancient times. Nubia (in modern
northern Sudan) mirrored many facets of Egy phian
culture, including building pyramids as roval
tombs. More than 800 vears after the last roval
pyramid was completed in Egypt, pyramids on a
smaller scale began to be built for rulers of the
Kingdom of Napata, beginning about 720 BC. and
the Kingdom of Meroe, ending about Ap 350, In the
course of 1,000 years, about 180 roval pyramids
were built in Nubia, twice the number in Egypt.
